By isolating 
the high and low-frequency drivers, the component system allows for more 
flexible installation and superior imaging, making it an ideal upgrade for 
discerning listeners seeking a high-fidelity OEM replacement.

Your A65CS2 component set includes everything you need for a great-
sounding, reliable upgrade—just follow these basics to get the most out of it.

Use the Included Tweeter Crossover

Wire the tweeter through the provided passive crossover. It protects the 
tweeter from low frequencies and ensures a smooth transition from midbass 
driver to tweeter.

Tweeter Level Switch (+3 dB / 0 dB):

•	 Use 0 dB for most setups.
•	 Use +3 dB if the tweeter is hidden behind panels or aimed away from the 	

listener.

Set the High-Pass Filter

To protect your midbass driver and clean up your sound, turn on the high-pass 
filter (HPF) in your amplifier or aftermarket head unit. 

If using a subwoofer: set the HPF to 80 Hz

If not using a subwoofer: set the HPF to 60 Hz to bring out fuller bass. It’ll 
cost you a little max output, but your ears might thank you. Or better yet—
give the A65CS2 a partner in crime with an AudioControl subwoofer.

This step is critical. Without an HPF, the woofer may distort or get damaged 
from trying to play deep bass it's not designed for.

No amp? No worries.

If your source is under 25 watts, like a factory head unit, you can skip the high-
pass filter and run the midbass full range. But when you're ready to upgrade, 
an Altitude amplifier adds punch, power, and way more personality.
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For advanced systems, you may choose to skip the included passive crossover 
and run active crossovers instead. This gives you more control over sound, 
provided the filters are set correctly.

Component Speaker Connection Diagram (Active)

When installing the Altitude A65CS2 in an active system, the passive crossover can be 
removed. Instead, use the amplifier’s built-in high-pass and low-pass filters (HPF/LPF) 
and activate the x10 multiplier switch as indicated. This configuration enables precise 
tuning of the crossover point between the mid-woofer and tweeter. The x10 multipli-
er expands the adjustable frequency range, allowing for greater flexibility and more 
accurate control over your system’s bandwidth and performance.

Altitude tweeter
Ch1/2 HPF range set to x10 

and filter set to 4,500 Hz

Altitude mid-woofer
Ch3/4 LPF range set to x10 
and filter set to 4,500 Hz.

In this example, the speakers are connected directly to an Altitude A600.4 amplifier using its internal crossovers. The tweeters are connected to CH1/2, crossed over 
to play frequencies above 4,500 Hz, while the mid-woofers are connected to CH3/4, crossed over to play up to 4,500 Hz.
